OUT-PATIENT SERVICES 
Offers occupational, physical, and speech therapy. After a recent illness or injury, a stay for short-term rehab may be just what is needed to get back on your feet. The team of therapists, nurses, and other medical services work with individuals to help you recover as quickly as possible. Patient goals for recovery are the goals for recover. Staff will work with your family and community agencies to make sure that you have a well-planned discharge home. Also, occupational, physical, and speech therapies are all available for you as an out-patient. Or, if you choose to become a resident at Wayne County Nursing Home, therapy and nursing staff will work together to help you maintain a healthy lifestyle. A physician's referral is necessary for outpatient therapy. Inquires regarding the referral process, appointments and insurance coverage can be directed to the Rehab Department of the Business Office at 315-946-5673. Most major insurances are accepted. 

RESPITE SERVICES

The Wayne County Nursing Home has private rooms set aside for respite care or short-term stays.

The rooms are designed specifically to allow caregivers of the chronically ill some time for a vacation or other break. The staff temporarily supports the caregiver's role in caring for a patient who lives in the community and needs 24-hour care or supervision. The caregiver is expected then to resume care after the respite, generally fewer than 13 days. The single rooms are furnished and have storage space for clothing and personal belongings. Members of the nursing home staff will assist with personal care and administering medication as needed.

 DINING SERVICES

Dining services at the Wayne County Nursing Home and Rehab Center are designed to be as close to a "home cooking" experience as possible. In keeping with the Household Model, residents take their meals in the dining rooms of their households. Meals are served in a restaurant style. Each dining room has a full kitchen area, with warming trays. Residents select what they want to eat at the meal. They can choose off the standard menu, or they can request special items. If a resident is unable to make the choice, we work with the family and provide meals based on their preferences. Residents can also decide when they would like to eat during the dining hours. 

A 5-week menu cycle is provided for breakfast, lunch, and supper. Also provided is a 5-week snack menu for after supper.

Residents eat their meals in the dining room most of the time, but if a resident chooses, a tray can be brought to his or her room. A variety of food supplies on the floors, so residents can get them anytime they desire.

Private family dining rooms provide a place where the residents can have their families come, to have a private meal.  Any family can bring food in and cook it with their resident family member, for a special occasion, or just a family get-together. 

Individuals do not have to be a resident of Wayne County to receive these services.
