Services Offered:

Emergency Services – (1) Emergency food boxes to Sodus area residents once every three months or with DSS referral. Intake form is necessary. If reside out of Sodus district able to provide referrals to local town pantries or with give food box if coming with a referral from another agency. (2) Supplies in stock clothing, blankets, and furniture to low-income families. Wait list is often applied for certain items. Families must pick up supplies and those wishing to donate must deliver to the Sodus site. (3) USDA – annual/semi-annual food box distribution site. Other sites in North Rose, Wolcott, and Lyons. (4) FEMA Funds available for shelter and heat cost.  

Gleaning – Collecting wholesome food from area farms and orchards fro delivery to senior centers, Head Start centers, homeless shelters, and food pantries. Community members pick and package fresh fruits and vegetables on a volunteer basis. Wayne County residents receive fresh produce with recipes for food preparation, and farmers get a significant tax write-off from produce that would have otherwise have gone to waste.
Food Sense – Cooperative food buying program that enables people to purchase a range of fresh meat, cheeses, fruits and vegetables. Anyone can participate; no income requirement. A unit of food for $15.50 and 2-4 specials offered each month. Sign up sites are located throughout Wayne County in Lyons, Sodus, Ontario and Newark. 
Job Search – Open to all individuals who are in search of steady employment. Offers resume writing, mock interviews, faxing, internet services, transportation to interviews if needed. GED classes Mondays and Wednesdays from 4-6 pm (committed adults please - no teenagers).
Advocating - Educational assistance with budget preparation, legal issues, goal setting, trainings through workforce development, referrals, and links to community services for low-income families.

Ticket to Work – For individuals on SSI or SSDI looking to supplement income without losing benefits or income received through SSI or SSDI.
Transitional Housing – Anticipated opening date of January 2008. Will house 12 men and 4 women. Clients must be considered HUD Homeless – which means going through DSS to be declared homeless. 24 hour on-site staff supervision. Needs assessments done in house. Daily schedule to be followed with curfews. No children will be allowed. Looking for clients to set goals (housing/employment) and achieve them within 3-6 months – can not stay longer than 6 months. No violent or sexual offenders will be accepted. House located at 6264 Buerman Road Sodus.

Medical – (1) sexually transmitted infections (diagnosis and treatment for men{Canandaigua and Batavia only} and women), (2) HIV/AIDS testing (oral), (3) complete gynecological exams including pelvic and pap smears, (4) birth control methods, (5) emergency contraception, (6) pregnancy tests, (7) early abortion (Rochester/Syracuse only), (8) colposcopy, and (9) prenatal care
Counseling- (1) Family planning counseling information and referral, (2) HIV – pre and post test, (3) pregnancy options counseling (based on woman’s choice), (4) adoption referrals, and (5) herpes support groups.
Rape Crisis – (1) 24 hour crisis intervention support advocacy and counseling services for victims of sexual assault, their families and loved ones (2) Monroe County Hotline (585) 546-2777 Orleans, Genesee, Livingston, Wyoming Counties Hotline (800) 527 -1757.
Community Education – workshops and training on all aspects of human sexuality for schools, providers, agencies and community groups. Currently in jails, High Schools, Colleges, and FLACRA Classes.

 Currently operating the following 14 projects/initiatives:

1. Health Care Access – published hard copy and on-line guide to available health insurance for Wayne County Residents. Provide training program for users of the guide. Health Care Navigator – position with inn the Wayne County Action Program, Inc. (WCAP) to help link individuals to health care programs and options. Medical transportation program also provided in conjunction with WCAP. Sponsors facilitator enrollers at sites to help families without insurances access needed insurance.
2. Dental – works with local dentist to offer sliding fee subsidy for patients under and uninsured. Provides dental hygiene and sealant programs in North Rose Wolcott, Sodus and Red Creek School Districts. 
3. Housing – Supports Wayne County Housing Consortium in conjunction with other agencies to help resolve the problem of homelessness within the county including transitional housing.
4. Recruitment – In conjunction with Finger Lakes Community College to create an innovative forgivable loan RN program to address the shortages of nurses in the county. The program accepts nursing students for study and pays their expenses, books and tuition in exchange for students agreeing to work in Wayne County for at least two years upon graduation. 
5. Emergency Crisis Respite Placement – provides crisis case management services, including counseling and wrap-around medical services to troubled youth and their families when no other services are available. Oversight is currently through the Wayne County Dept. of Ageing and Youth to help divert youth from needing juvenile/institutional placement/detention programs.
6. Cancer Screening Partnership of Wayne County – separately funded program overseen by the Network. Support is provided through the Women’s Health Partnership to help women access free/low cost cancer screenings.
7. SANE (Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners) Program – Located at Newark Wayne Community Hospital to allow fro training and on-call availability of sexual assault nurse examiners who collect forensic evidence in cases of sexual assault.
8. Diabetes coalition – provides support groups and increased access to medical information about the diseases. The Network also funds and coordinates two diabetic health fairs.
9. AEDs for First Responders – provides AEDs to first responders in areas of the county where no AEDs are available. Also supplied 17 AEDs to the Wayne County Sheriff’s Department, Wayne County Public Health and police departments.
10. Anger Management for Teenage Boys – support two 10 weeks support groups in Sodus and Newark School Districts in conjunction with Family Counseling Service of the Finger Lakes, Inc.
11. Exercise and Fitness for the Elderly – Supports five programs on fitness and exercise at various cites in the county. Modeled after the Bone Builders program. Classes also focus on role exercise plays in healthy lifestyle, including better nutrition and diet
12. Minority Health Assessment – in collaboration with African –American churches and agencies that serve migrant workers a grant was developed to help provide diabetic education and support groups fro African-Americans in Wayne County.
13. Vision Screening for Migrants and Hispanics – grant offering vision screenings to agricultural workers, migrant farm workers and Hispanics by bringing portable equipment to work camps and other community sites to detect problems and to screen for diabetic retinopathy.
14. Wayne Rx Program – County’s officially sponsored prescription drug discount program, offering 20-50% off the retail price of prescription drugs to those who are uninsured or underinsured.
